Applicants must be New Zealand residents and must be available to attend QMB2011. Although some preference will be given to those who have carried out their research predominantly in New Zealand, recently returned scientists who have done most of their research overseas and who meet the requirements are strongly encouraged to apply. 

Applications will be judged by members of the QMB Board and organising committee.
